Director's Report

"Women and Wallace" is going to competition on January 6-8, 2012 (VTA) and January 21 (VHSL Liberty District).  An open dress rehearsal will be held on January 5.  It was noted that some participants had not yet paid the fee for VHSL.  The national Thespians competition will be held in Nebraska in June, should we place well in the Virginia competition.  A "top 2" placing at VHSL would qualify for Regionals on February 4.
