Grant Proposal

The deadline for grant submissions to the McLean Citizens Foundation is February 1st.  Joanne Bogart is preparing the submission on behalf of the Theatre Boosters, requesting funding for a wireless communications system for the auditorium.  Amy will seek a quote from Artistic Concepts in conjunction with the FCPS sound tech.  Lynne Lawhead will arrange the meeting with Artistic Concepts.  The Boosters will seek letters of support from the heads of the other MHS Performing Arts departments.

Treasurer's Report

Diane submitted the monthly treasurer's report.  Question arose as to whether the Drama Club has reimbursed the Theatre Boosters for upfront expenses on spiritwear.  Diane will check.

Yvonne French, on behalf of the Basket Raffle Committee, submitted a written report (attached) with recommendations for the basket raffle fundraiser.  Yvonne was thanked for her very successful efforts with the raffle.

Director's Report

As a result of the Virginia Thespians Conference on January 6th, "Women and Wallace" has been offered a place at the National Conference in Nebraska in June.  The Theatre Boosters will not cover participation costs; parents of participants will be responsible.

Arena Stage has offered us $25 matinee tickets for two Eugene O'Neill plays, " Ah, Wilderness," and "Long Day's Journey into Night."  In order to get the deal, we need ten students to commit to the event.  Linda will circulate possible dates and set up a PayPal link on the Theatre Boosters website to prepay tickets.

Tours of the Tenement Museum in NYC must be scheduled in advance, and cost $17/student, $22/adult.  We may try to include on this trip an off-Broadway production of "Death of a Salesman."

"Women and Wallace" will compete at VHSL Liberty District on January 21st.  The Regional competition is February 11th.

Linda indicated that she might be able to line up an Italian dialect coach for "A View from the Bridge."  Also, Yvonne French indicated she has a CD of Italian dialects, which she would be willing to loan for the play.  Linda also said that a coach in character study might be willing to come to the January Drama Club meeting.

Amy spoke of the need for advertising and sponsorships for the production of "View."  There will be nine shows, and the program will be broadsheet size, so ads will be bigger.
