	The minutes of the October 2011 meeting were reviewed and approved.

Treasurer's Report

	Diane presented the current balance sheet.  On the revenue side, she noted   that 99 percent of projected membership dues and 94 percent of lab fees have been received.  The Armchair Fundraiser stands at 31 percent of the goal.  The grant proposal has not yet been submitted.  On the liabilities side, she noted that 72 percent of the budget allocated for supplies (textbooks and other classroom materials) has been expended.

	The Treasurer's report was accepted.

Teacher's Report

	Amy reported that the first "Black Box" evening had given her an opportunity to think further on the use of that space for the Cappies show, "A View from the Bridge."  A discussion ensued on the number of seats, which could comfortably be fit into the Black Box.

	"The Long Christmas Dinner" will be performed December 1-3 as part of the Performing Arts Department's "Holiday Extravaganza."

	Auditions for "A View from the Bridge" will be held in mid-December.  Amy also plans to begin the push for program ads in December, noting that it will be a tech-intensive and expensive show to produce.  There will be 15 cast members, and the show will run for 10 days, beginning March 22.

	Show t-shirts for "The Long Christmas Dinner" and "Women and Wallace" will arrive soon, and will cost $15 (LCD) and $20 (W&W).

	The first performance of "Women and Wallace" will be January 6 at the meeting of the International Thespian Society (Virginia).  It will then be performed at the VHSL District competition at the end of January.  The fee to participate in the Thespian Society competition is $125 per person.  A discussion ensued on the merits of the Boosters covering some or all of this cost.  A motion was approved authorizing $1,500 from the funds received to date for the Armchair Fundraiser, to defray approximately half the cost.

Holiday Bazaar

	Yvonne reported that the Basket Raffle would comprise 5 baskets:  Tech, Man Cave, Day Spa, Coffee/Tea, and Theatre.  She is looking for more items for the Theatre basket, but the other baskets are well stocked.  It was agreed that raffle tickets would be sold as part of concessions at all shows of "The Long Christmas Dinner," as well as at the Holiday Bazaar.  The drawing will take place at the conclusion of the Bazaar on December 10.

Other Business

	Amy indicated that she would be able to acquire computers for the Theatre Department office at considerably less than the $1,500 quoted by FCPS.  A motion was approved to allocate the remaining $2,100 available from the Armchair Fundraiser for the purchase of computers.
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
